Cemetery: No action

Old Fire Hall:

Lee reported that the grant that he had been investigating from the Washington State Historical Society’s Heritage Services would not be useful to our group as the dollar amount that we will be spending on this project does not reach their criteria.

It was announced that we need to make a concentrated effort to gather donations for the auction as it is imperative to have enough articles to make this event successful. Fliers are out; some items are being stored in Ollie Mae’s garage. We need to contact the auctioneer by mid-May to confirm that we have enough items to proceed with the auction. We have a locked display case for small items.

He reported that we brought in $132.00 from donations for coffee and goodies that we had at Mike Jarvis’s auction. Jael presented a bill for supplies of $16.00 which makes the total profit $116.00.

Lee also reported that the $6,400.00 bid by the contractor may be less as it is anticipated that we will not have to purchase the fill for the entrance ramp. The contractor has also stated that he will wait until after the auction in June to receive the second half of his payment for stage one.
